Difenacoum is very toxic to aquatic organisms. Do not contaminate waterways with the product. 
96-hour exposure resulted in the following LC50 values:

Rainbow trout  0.33 mg/L (96h) 
Algae  0.51 mg/L (96h) 
Daphnia magna  0.91 mg/L (48h) 
All aquatic freshwater fish and invertebrate tests show Difenacoum to be very highly toxic to those species. This 
active is also toxic to algae. 
Environmental Persistence & Degradation:  
Difenacoum will not dissipate into the air and degrades very slowly in the environment. Difenacoum is likely to take 
much more than 60 days to degrade to half of the applied concentration (if it has not been eaten) and is rated high in 
hazard for persistence.  
Difenacoum is stable but rapidly binds to soil, with very slow desorption and without leaching. It is only slightly soluble 
in water, and in the form of bait formulations is unlikely to be a source of water contamination.
